Fornire agli studenti conoscenza teorica e acquisizioni pratiche circa i metodi di ricerca usati in antropologia
del linguaggio.

PROGRAMMA DIDATTICO

This course will introduce students to schools and methods used in linguistic anthropology. It will mainly focus
on two aspects concerning the relationship between language and culture: (i) language as a tool to
understand culture and (ii) culture as a linguistic device to structure itself. During lectures, notions central to
linguistic anthropology will be taken into account and explained: competence, code, sign, message, meaning,
interaction, conversation, practice, effectiveness and son on. In addition, the course will use linguistic
anthropology as a method to view critically other disciplines and to ‘deconstruct’ other schools of cultural
theory. In this perspective, crucial notion will be discussed with students such as the notion of author, culture,
writing, nonplace, (post)modernity, interpretation, structure, dialogicism, representation, model, discourse,
(inter)subjectivity, experience, participation, observation. Students are invited to participate and to propose
concepts to study from the point of view of linguistic anthropology. As a practical field work, two specific
examples will be taken from the personal experience of the teacher and analyzed with students: (i) Migrant
life histories in Palermo and (ii) Mormons in Estonia: forms of conversions and strategies of interaction.
